Tips for Vegetables

In late July slow down on watering cabbage to pre-
vent the heads from splitting.

Apply fish emulsion when pepper plants begin to
bloom.

You can begin to harvest some of your string beans now. They will
have a fuller flavor when they are bigger but the smaller beans are quite nice too.

Harvest broccoli before the buds begin to loosen and the yellow flowers begin to ap-
pear.

Clip the flower stalks off garlic. Once the leaves have turned brown garlic can be
harvested.

Spread a couple of inches of compost over asparagus beds. Remember to keep the
soil moist.

Harvest corn when the husk fits tightly around the ear.

Cut sprigs of Rosemary and freeze whole for future use.

Great Road Trip on June 15, 2010

Fourteen PGC members and guests toured the International Crane Foundation and one Master Gardener joined
us to tour the Aldo Leopold Legacy Center on Tuesday, June 15, 2010. The day started with thunder and rain, but the
skies were starting to clear as we approached the Crane Foundation. Our ICF volunteer guide, Sue Bradley of Portage,
escorted us into a small theater where she told the history of ICF and we watched a short film highlighting their coop-
erative efforts with conservationists in other parts of the world to preserve cranes and the obstacles they encounter
in their endeavors.

To our relief, the sun made an appearance as we toured cranes. The cranes seemed glad to have a respite
from the rain as well, many of them making loud unison calls and coming over to ruffle their feathers at our group of
'intruders'. Some cranes even threw in a dance step or two and we saw a graceful ballet given by the unusual, but
beautiful Blue Cranes.

We heard many facts and a little fiction about the cranes, such as the legend of the king who was saved by
the Black Crowned Cranes of Africa when he was lost in the desert. In gratitude, the king gave the cranes golden
crowns to wear which were later taken by thieves, so the king gave them golden crowns of feathers instead. It was
sad to learn the population of this beautiful crane is declining due to illegal capture for the pet industry, along with
the loss of their habitat.

It had clouded over again by the time we had our picnic and the - Alg
staff was monitoring an approaching thunderstorm when we got to the Leo- A Sang Coun o Leopold
pold Center at 1:00 p.m.. Our guide decided to take us to the Shack first to try to beat ya Mange

the rain. The Shack was originally a small chicken coop that had been part of a worn-out farm along the
Wisconsin River. Aldo Leopold purchased the old coop and land for $8 an acre and used it as an experimental station
in conjunction with his profession.

Aldo Leopold was born in 1887 and raised in Burlington, lowa. He graduated from the Yale Forest School in
1909 and pursued a career with the newly established U.S. Forest Service in Arizona and New Mexico. He transferred
to Madison, WI, in 1924. In 1933, he published the first textbook in the field of wildlife management. Later that year
became the first professor in the nation in the field of what is now known as wildlife ecology and management at the
University of Wisconsin in Madison.

We crowded into the Shack and were entertained with stories and photographs of the Leopolds and their five
children, most of whom were teenagers at the time of the depression when the Shack was converted into a rustic get-
away by the Leopold family. We tried to imagine how they got along under such primitive circumstances, especially
since their first family trip to the Shack was in February and their car got stuck a mile down the road in the snow.
After stopping halfway to warm themselves with a fire, they managed to trudge on and find the old coop which was
filled with chicken manure and had no door, windows or heat. His wife, who is said to have been an enthusiastic type
of person, is reported to merely have said that they must do something about this and spiritedly started shoveling.
The family gradually made improvements such as a fireplace, a two-tiered platform sleeping area, a wooden floor,
and an outhouse dubbed the Parthenon; furnishing the Shack with items other people had discarded.

Then the thunder got rather loud and we had to cut our visit short to head back to the Center. We gathered
again in their three-season meeting building. The guide described how the Legacy Center had been built, some areas
utilizing pine trees the Leopolds had planted. She explained the many energy saving features of the Center that al-
lowed them to sell electricity back to the power company. And thanks to the rainstorm, we got to see their rain col-
lection system in action as it channeled off the roof, cascaded down a series of 'steps’, then flowed along a grooved
ledge over to a large rain garden.

We were then guided through the Leopold Center which is the headquarters for the Aldo Leopold Foundation,
serves as a meeting facility, and houses the visitor center. The Center is built on the site of the grass fire Leopold was
helping to fight when he suffered a fatal heart attack in 1948, at the age of 61, just one week after he learned that
his book, 'A Sand County Almanac', which had been rejected by many publishers was to be published by Oxford Univer-
sity Press.

The products, sand and
cement, are provided in plastic bags. The project is mess-free. She did suggests not
to wear good clothes and not to wear rings.
